fear is not in thee, saith the Lord God of 
hosts.

wholly a right seed: how then art thou 
turned into the degenerate plant of a 
strange vine unto me?



JONAH 1:2 (NIV)
2 Arise, go to Nineveh, that great

wickedness is come up before me.
