Zechariah 4:6

ISAIAH 31:8
8 “Assyria will fall by no human sword;
a sword, not of mortals, will devour them.
They will flee before the sword and their 
young men will be put to forced labor.



ISAIAH 31:5
5 Like birds hovering overhead, the Lord 
Almighty will shield Jerusalem; he will 
shield it and deliver it, he will ‘pass over’ 
it and will rescue it.”

ISAIAH 37:1 
Jerusalem’s Deliverance Foretold

1 When King Hezekiah heard this, he tore 
his clothes and put on sackcloth and went 
into the temple of the Lord.



ISAIAH 37:33
33 “Therefore this is what the Lord says 
concerning the king of Assyria:
“He will not enter this city or shoot an 
arrow here.
He will not come before it with shield or 
build a siege ramp against it.



ISAIAH 37:36
36 Then the angel of the LORD went out 
and put to death a hundred and eighty-
five thousand in the Assyrian camp. 
When the people got up the next 
morning—there were all the dead bodies!
